came To light in the late Spring of 2006; the last instance was in May or June, and
since July there has been no contact between DelLuca and m who had been
the favorite (gr'arid) nephew.

I met o‘n 9/29 with_ - =-—=_ " ladvising her that she might wish to
report the allegations to law cnforcemenT officials, and notifying her that we
would report the nccusation to the D.A. since the alleged crime was current, She
subsequently did hotify the Syracuse Police Department which after investigation
arrested DeLuca ion 10/19 charged him with criminal sexual abuse of a child and
subsequently relegsed him with a colrt appearance (arraignment) scheduled for
10/24 when D.A. will bring charges.
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On 10/4 T met with F. DeLuca who admitted the abuse, ciqiming it was limited to
touch and masturbation (whether mutual not indicated).

Our victim assistance coordinator (Teresa Secreti) has met with D Zland

did have some (perhaps four) sessions with a counselor selected by
his Tamily. F. Deluca was billed and paid for this assistance, The experience was
not helpful; mwas found to be universally angry. Wdid not do well with
this counselor; currently he is resisting further psychological assistance, but T.
Secreti continues to meet with him and is somewhat hopeful That he may eventually
agree To some therapeutic intervention.
